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It took me a long time to find my own way to represent 
the vastness of the Blue Mountains valleys with what 
often seems like an endless sea of gums on undulating 
hills and ravines. I knew that, like most of the beautiful 
things in our natural environment, rhythm, abstraction, 
pattern and harmony were the keys to making a 
representation that might approach truth in nature and 
painting. 


After living in the mountains for most of my life but 
painting other subjects like moving water, with its own 
rhythms and repetition, I’ve recently found a way to 
approach what has been all around me, taking my eye 
and stopping me in my tracks. I think I’ve been saving it 
up until I was ready. Finally, it’s my subject, it’s my own 
backyard.
